The Secure Site is a web-based application used for 
managing Michigan’s state assessments. 

➢ Available to authorized district and school staff
that require it as part of their role in state assessments.

➢ Primary functions of the Secure Site are:
▪ Pre-identification of students for online and paper/pencil 

testing
▪ Ordering paper/pencil testing materials
▪ Incident Reporting
▪ Review of Accountable Students and Test Verification
o Accountable Students Enrolled and Demographics
o Answer Documents Received and Not Tested

▪ Retrieval of assessment score files and reports
